WHAT SHOULD | WEAR?

Warm clothes, gloves, and long pants are essential.
Tall socks that cover the ankle must be worn with
rental skates. Beginner skaters please wear a helmet
(provided by skater/parent).

WHERE DO | GO BEFORE CLASS?

Beginners should view the Newcomer Orientation
Videos prior to arriving for the first day of class. You
will receive an email with links to the videos and
specific instructions on how to navigate your way to
class. On the first day of class, please arrive 30 minutes
before class time. We will meet you to fit and lace
skates, and to give you additional important program
information.

DO | HAVE TO BUY MY OWN SKATES?

Rental skates are provided for Learn to Skate classes
and are fine for beginners, but as you advance, the
support and consistency of your own skates will
enhance your progress. We recommend purchasing
your own skates at the Basic 3-4/Adult 2-3 level. Our
pro shop is ready to help you buy your own skates.
